Concert Dress

There seems to be a little confusion over concert dress. The dress code is as follows--

Ladies: Black tea length skirt or dress black pants. White long sleeved blouse with
simple collar. (No T-shirts, Polo sweaters or Belly shirts). Black dress shoes. (No
sandals, flip-flops, slip-ons, gym shoes or bare feet. Black Hose only. Earrings, if worn
should be studs. Hair accessories if worn should be black and not distracting.
Gentlemen: Black or dark colored suit. Tuxedos are optional. White long sleeved shirts
with black bow ties (Tuxedo shirts are preferred.) Black dress shoes and black socks.
(No sandals, flip-flops, slip-ons or bare feet.) Hair should be combed neatly
